Fats, Oils, and Grease – FOG Prevention Awareness
CAN IT – COOL IT – AND THROW IT AWAY

Your actions can help prevent grease accumulations within your sewers and drains that may cause sewer back ups, as well as protecting the public sewers from blockages caused by “FOG”. When you are cooking and using or producing any fats, oils or grease “FOG”, it should never be poured down any of your sewers, sinks, disposals or drains, or into any public sewer manholes or catch basins within the streets or alleys; “FOG” will cause sewer blockages in your home or business, and can also cause main sewer line blockage that could affect your property due to the build-up of “FOG” within the sewers.

The only approved way to dispose of any used cooking fats, oils, or grease is to pour it into a tin can or other container that won’t melt, let it cool down and then throw it away into your garbage can. Remember this about “FOG” when cooking, CAN IT – COOL IT – AND THROW IT AWAY.  This is for the protection of your own sewer drains and will help in the effort of keeping “FOG” out of the Public Sewer Systems.

Always be aware of the fact that all fats, oils, and grease used for cooking, if poured down any drain will cause sewer problems, and over time will cause sewer blockages in your home or business as well as in the main sewer system that you and your neighbors are connected to. Never pour “FOG” down the drain and never dump anything into a public sewer or a street drain. Please report anyone you observe dumping or pouring anything into a sewer or street drain.
